1. When you ring us, if we can’t answer immediately, please leave a message and 

we will get back to you as soon as we possibly can. If there’s no answerphone 
or if you need a more urgent response concerning a crematorium only 
arrangement, please ring the Area Dean  (details on reverse) 

2. If you need us on our day off (shown overleaf) please ring another member of 
clergy at the church or the Area Dean (details on reverse) 

3. If you speak to us and we can’t conduct the funeral personally, we will find 
another clergyperson who can, and they will contact you and the family as 
soon as possible. This is standard Diocesan practice.  The only reason why we 
would normally have to ask for alternative arrangements is if the church has 
already been booked. 

4. If you encounter any problems please contact our Area Dean (details on
